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INSTRUCTIONS: 
 
Drawing instruments, tracing paper, lettersets and similar aids are allowed. 
 
Answer one question, stating its number. 
 
Have the candidates supplied with cards measuring 5 cm by 12 cm, to demarcate the 
top right hand corner of the front surface of the paper. In this area, the candidate’s 
name, centre and index number be written in that order, must be written clearly. This 
area be kept clear of paint. It may prove impossible to give marks if the name and index 
number are not legible. 
 
Apart from the particular media asked for by the question, candidates are recommended 
to consider choice of different materials and processes and are reminded that the 
following are possible: 
 
Coloured inks, poster and water colours, stencils, wax resist, collage; or printing from 
lino, potato and vegetable or fruit, or the use of any material such as junk, wire or string 
which may give an interesting texture.
