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INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES: 
 
Candidates should draw or paint from the given alternative from either ‘A’ or ‘B’. 

The model is free to rest for 5 (five) minutes every after (30) minutes. This should 

be part of the three (3) hours, the duration of the paper. Candidates are free to 

continue working during the time of resting of the model. 
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‘A ’ Candidates should draw a person’s “BUST” without a shirt. The model 

should be made to sit on a chair behind a table. 

 

 He should pose as if bending on the table holding a pen as if writing in a 

text book which should be put on the table. His left hand should be folded 

and made to touch his chest. 

 
 
‘B’  Candidates should draw a full figure of a young boy in a pair of shorts 

dressed in a vest and seated on a mat. He should be in the resting pose 

against a wall. His two legs should be stretched but one should be on top 

of the other. The left hand should be folded to the back and the right hand 

resting on his stomach. The model should be seen by the candidates in 

the position of   ¾. 
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
